Accommodation: 
 

The organizer has secured a block of rooms in the vicinity of the race site. Rooms 
will be allocated on a first-come, first-served basis.  It is highly recommended that 
you complete and send the reservation forms as early as possible, but at the latest 
by May31, 2009. Thereafter rooms are subject to availability.  
 

University Campus rooms can be reserved only as a part of a Package (4 nights or 
more).  There are several campus sites contracted, so the Housing Agent will start to 
allocate the rooms from the nearest one (30 minutes by bus and will proceed 
gradually to far away ones once this is fully booked. After receiving the reservation 
form the Agent will send you room confirmation and all other information.
